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you knew the men, for they are anything but what one could
expect from a statesman, or even a politician of ordinary
tact and judgment. Hereafter it may be proper to enter
into details.

Considering
iself always and properly o, as the true and legitimate re-
presentative of all its people. And the undersigned having
recently been instructed to press to an immediate decision
all those cases in which citizens of the United States appear
as claimants on the treasury of Mexico, not doubting the
readiness of the latter to afford all the facilities necessary to
the most ample administration of justice, the undersigned,
in pursuance of his instructions, must beg leave to repeat
the request that your Excy. will appoint some early day
most agreeable to your own convenience, when he will have
the honor to lay before you a catalogue of all the cases re-
maining in the archives of the legation, with the proofs for
supporting each, whether such claim be found on monies
advanced or personal services rendered to the Government,
or for unjust exactions made upon the clainzant, etc. etc.

Sir,

The enclosed copies of part of the correspondence which
has passed between the Secretary of State of this Govern-
ment and myself, on the subject of claims held by citizens
of the United States of America against the Mexican Govern-
ment, will serve to show the attitude in which the question
at present stands. My first note on this subject invoked the
attention of the Mexican Government to the Mmany claims
which were held by citizens of the United States against this
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Government — described most of them as being of very
long standing, and of highly meritous character, and that
my instructions were direct and positive to press all claims
on the part of citizens of the United States to an immediate
adjustment. In reply there was a profession of readiness to
proceed immediately to this adjustment, but that the Govern-
ment would prefer “as most convenient” for settlement that
the individual claimants should present themselves in person
with their documents and proofs.

I was at no loss to comprehend the objet of this arrange-
ment, — it was evasion and delay; in order however to test
their sincerity I addressed to the Department of State the
note of the 16th. instant and had previously instructed the
claimants who were present in Mexico to attend in person
and present claims, and report to me the result, this was
done, and they have been answered “that the Government
will not proceed to investigate or decide upon any of the
claims until they have laid before them the whole number
outstanding”. After this no doubt will exist that under the
affectation of great readiness to meet and discharge all
their  obligations, the sole purpose is to evade or delay the
discharge of any.

Many of the claims against them and for monies advanced
to aid in their revolutionary contest; others again for exac-
tions irregularly and illegally made by custom House officers,
whilst many more are founded on the seizure and application
of the property of our citizens whether to the purposes of
the Government itself or to some of its officers, for cases
of the latter kind exist: Yet notwithstanding the great variety
of claims and the dissimilarity between them, all are post-
poned as if all depended on the application of a single
principle or the exhibition of the same testimony upon which
to decide their merits. Can any one fail to perceive the
evident design of such a determination?

Having apprised you of the state in which this subject
rests as previously I had done in the cases of the ship, the
Robert Wilson, and that of Doctor Baldwin, I shall remain
until instructions are received from the President as to the
course I am to pursue hereafter. Indeed were there no other
objection to my contnuance of thé correspondence with the
secretary upon the subject of american claims it might be
found in the rude and almost insulting character of the
language contained in the concluding paragraph of his note
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of the 24th instant, commencing “parece que no tiene objeto,
ete.”

Mr. Butler transmitted to the Department of State two
numbers of the Fenix a Mexican Newspaper, for the 4th and
15th of January 1834, and a pamphlet which is the 4th.
number of a periodical work, called the Indicador edited
by a priest named Mora, under the direction of, and sup-
ported by the Vice President Valentine G6mez Farfas. The
pamphlet appeared on the 16th. January, the author how-
ever pretends that it was written in 1831 as a great part
of it probably was; there are indications however of numerous
additions, of a more recent date. It is a review of the
foreign relations of Mexico in 1831; the greater portion is
however devoted to the negotiations between that country
and the United States, on the subject of limits, and is a
tissue of virulent abuse, and misrepresentation, brought forth
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at the present moment, in order to inflame the minds of
the people against us, for some purpose or other. The articles
marked by Mr. Butler in the Newspapers are of the same
character, and are it must be confessed, written in a style
of elegance, and with a force of reasoning, which would
carry conviction into the minds of all, who admitted the
facts as there stated.

Relative to the question of limits between the United
States and Mexico the pamphlet states:

That in 1819, the United States concluded a treaty with
Spain, one of the articles of which settled the limits between
the two nations; that this treaty was forced upon Spain,
when that kingdom was in a state of exhaustion, from the
French war, and the rebellion of its American colonies. That
the limits between Louisiana and Texas, never having been
accurately fixed the United States Government ever anvious
to extend its territory afected to consider the Rio Brave del
Norte, as its limit towards Mexico, for no other purpose than
to force Spain to give up the Floridas; in which purpose it
succeeded. Hardly had the treaty been signed, when Mexico
became independent, and in consequence considered herself
rightful heir, to the ceded country; a negotiation was there-
fore instanly set on foot to procure from the United States
a solemn and formal acknowledgement of such righ%; which
negotiation terminated as the Mexican Government sug—
posed, at the signature of the convention of limits in 1827.
But the Cabinet at Washington did not consider it conve-
nient, that such should be the case, and preferred waiting;
it therefore pretended that the Treaty of Limits could not
be concluded, without at the same time concluding the
Treaty of Commerce and Navigation. Which was clearly an
evasion set forth in order to gain time, and give it a better
oppartunity of settling the limits as it pleased. What in fact
proved this to have been the case, is their inserting into the
latter treaty, two articles, which Mexico, as was well known,
could never admit viz: that stipulating the surrender of run-
away slaves on the Mexican Territory, and another enforcing
the principle that free ships make free goods, wich had been
so long and steadily opposed by England. When two nations
are actually desirous of coming to a definite understanding
they usually confine themselves to points, which are clearly
ascertained and generally admitted, leaving the more intricate
ones to be afterwards determined by separate conventions;
this has been the practice at least with all honorable nations,
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the contrary having been only adopted, by those who are
without faith. As the Cabinet at Washington expected the
Mexican Congress considered themselves insulted, by such
propositions, and refused to sanction the treaty which conse-
quently kept that relating to limits, in suspense; we are not
therefore to be surprised, that they are beginning again to
renew their pretensions, to the boundary as insisted on before
1819. The plans of this republic are vast, and nothing but
the fack of absolute impossibility, will prevent their being
realized.

The unjust and immoral conduct observed towards Spain,
in availing itself of the weakness of that Nation, to occupy
the Floridas, should show the Mexican Government what it
may expect from the United States, unless it proceeds at
once, to secure its frontiers by something more effective than
treaties; that is by colonizing the whole line, with a puapr-
lation bound to each other and to the Mexican Brpublic by
reciprocal interests. Mr. Butler here observec, that an agent
was despatched from Mexico last July, to collect colonists
in Europe, who were to receive lands in Texas, near Sabine
River, in order to form such a defensive corddn, he however
died on the passage out.

The pamphlet goes on to warn Mexico of the designs of
the United States. The claims of the United States to the
country as far as the Rio Bravo del Norte, are indeed un-
founded; but those of the Floridas were much more seo;
those countries were first occupied by violence then wrested
away by a forced treaty. The United States will not want
diplomatic pretexts, to color their exorbitant demands. It
will be said, that the treaty was made with Spain, to which
the United States resigned their pretensions, for considera-
tions, which were of reciprocal utility, and which do not
exist with the Mexican Republic. That Mexico had not
exercised the rights of the mother country that it had not
occupied and cultivated the territory, then they will go on
to examrine whats meant by occupation, and it will be attempt-
ed to be proved that the acts of protection and dominion,
which the Mexican Government has done in the territory
whatever they may have been are not sufficient to cons-
titute occupation, and Mexico will have to bear the spolia-
ton of the whole on a part of the disputed territory, because
the United States will never act upon the question, until
it is certain that it can be conceded in favor of the Amer-
ican Confederation.
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Armies are of no use, in defending a terrtory like this. The
Americans are determined to extend their territory and as
they cannot do so in the direction of the British possession,
they turn to the weaker side. We cannot now depend upon
treaties for there are none; and even should tliey be made,
they will be of no avail, unless we have a thick and deter-
mined population on the frontier to enforce them.

The Fenix newspaper, has a long articule on Texas.
Much of which is directed against the feeblenes of the pre-
sent administration, which it accused of not extending its
views beyond the barriers of the city and allowing the honor
of the nation to be jeopardized by its supineness. That
Mexico is on the eve of losing a vast and fertile portion
of its territory, and its people are becoming fast reduced
to the level of the Chinese, kept in constant terror by a few
adventurers, it says.

From what we read, and learn, we do not think that
the Texas affairs are in a condition so desperate that the
Government may not easily maintain its authority there.
We cannot learn that there is any organized force in that
country, nor do we think that the colonists rely on the
support of the Washington Government, because that Govern-
ment must be aware that Mexico is in relations with two
powerful European Nations: (in England and Ruussia) which
have vast posessions in America, and which will not quietly
see the dismemberment of our territory, carried on under its
protection. Moreover Mexico, besides having great resources
within herself, can rely on the support of other American
governmen#, and as the war must be carried on by land,
the United States will not readily enter into a contest not
only unjust but in which the advantages are not on their
side for our cavalry is superior to theirs and our infantry
excels theirs in courage and constancy. A little activity on
the part of our Government will free the nation from the
infamy with which it is threatened.

The Fénix recommends the Congress of Mexico, to erect
that part of Texas, which has been colonized into a separate
territory even although it has not the population required
by the Constitution, as it thinks that the authorities of the
state, and of the General Government, combined cannot
prevent i% separation otherwise.

Sir,

You are aware the period fixed by the third article of the
treaty of limits with Mexico and the article additional thereto
for the meeting of the commissioners and surveyors provided
for by that treaty expired on the 2nd. of April last, and
that in consequence of the omission of the Mexican Govern-
ment timely to appoint the commissioner and surveyor of
their part, no such meeting tock place. The appointment
of the commissioner on the part of the United States was
made on the 30th. May 1832, and publicly announced in
the Globe newspaper at Washington on the 18th. July 1832
and notice was given to Mr. Montoya, the Mexican Chargé
d’Affaires on the 20th. of the same month, that this govern-
ment was prepared to proceed conjointly with that of
Mexico to the designation of the boundary line, and though
Mr. Montoya was requested, at the same time, to state
whether any arrangement had been made on the part of
his Government for that object, and, if not, to request the
immediate attention of his Government to the subject; this
Department remained wholly without information as to
the appointment of a commissioner and surveyor on the
part of Mexico, until the 4th. dltimo when I was informed
by Mrs. Castillo, the Mexican Chargé d’Affaires, under date
of the 2nd. of the same month, that the mexican commission-
er and surveyor had been appointed. I learn verbally from Mr.
Castillo that he has not been advised as to the time of their
appoimmnent but by a report made by the minister of for-
eign affairs to the Congress of Mexico on the 20th. of May,
last, I perceive that no such appointment had then been
made; on the contrary the minister speaks of the commis-
sion as yet to be created by each Government.

Under these circumstances, the treaty of limits cannot be
carried into full effect without a new convention between
the' two’ Governments providing for that ebject.

The President directs, therefore, that you will conclude a
new convention with the Mexican Government, consisting
of a single article, stipulating an extension of the time pres-
cribed by the third article of the treaty for the meeting of
.the eontunistioet= and surveyors, and authorizing them to
meet for the performance of their duties at any time within

23
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one year after the exchange of the ratifications of the new
convention. And to enable you to execute these instructions,
the necessary powers are herewith transmitted to you. The
new convention which you are now instructed to conclude,
must be ratified by the Mexican Government previously to
submitting it for the ratification by the United States and
provision must also be made for the exchange of the ratifi-
cations at Washington within one month after it shall be
ratified by the United States. It is the wish of the President
therefore, that as soon as the treaty shall be ratified by the
Mexican Government, you will ask for your audience of
leave and return home, bringing the ratified treaty with
you.

The previous ratificaion of the new treaty by the Mexican
Government, is a necessary precaution against impediments
similar to those which have heretofore baffled the efforts of
the President finally to close this subject, and when it is
considered that these have arisen chiefly if not entirely
from the neglect of the Mexican Government she cannot
with any propriety decline complying with the terms now
presented, etc. etc.

Sir,

On the 2nd instant there was received at this legation
despatch No. 56 dated on the 5th. november last, and in
compliance with the instructions it contains, I herewith for-
ward the pamphlet published in this city (in July last although
bearing date in May) by Mr. Tornel late minister of Mexico
to the United States. You will find on perusal that the
pamphlets is not what you have been taught to expect, “an
account of his mission” for although the author devoted a
few pages to that subject, it is nevertheless plain that they
have been added to advance the main object of the work
viz: putting forth to the world his wonderful merits and
services and upon which were founded the high pretentions
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he was asserting at the moment to one of the executive
officers (secretary of war) then vacant.

Unfortunately for the author, although the pamphlet was
distributed into select hands and none of them sold, whereby
the circulation was limited and confined to such as would
know how to use the statements it contained, one of them
nevertheless got into the hands of general Lemus, who in
two successive numbers of a Newspaper containing about
three columns each, demolished the whole of the frosty
words of Mr. Tornel’s high pretentions and golden expecta-
tions. In these numbers Mr. Tornel was described by generab
Lemus as a “time serving popularity seeking sycophant,
alike destitute of the courage of a soldier or the virtues of
a patriot; one who had cringed to every party in turn, ever
courting those who possessed political power who had ob-
tained employment without merit and filled public stations
without rendering any public services in short a man despised
by all, and tolerated only by a constant and habitual servi-
lity”. After informing you that General Lemus had in
public estimation sustained his exposition of Mr. Tomel’s
character, it will not be deemed necessary for me to add
that he did not receive the appointment of Secretary of
war.

I heard of this famous pamphlet, and heard at the same
time that Mr. Tornel had said something in it about Texas.
(That eternal subject amongst the Moon Struck and corrupt
politicians of this Government) this induced me a desire to
see the work, and so procured through a friend the enclosed
copy.

...After reading the pamphlet, and seing the indelicate
manner in which the name of Col. Benton had been intro--
duced I determined to send him a copy, but found it impos-
sible to procure one and meant therefore to write him and
enclose an extract, in order that he might notice if he pleased’
Mr. Tornel’s observations upon this proposals about Texas,
which I had no doubt was a calumny, I shall write him by-
the present conveyance and send him to the Department
for a sight of the work itself. Etc.

La mayorta de los carros regresaron a los Estados
Unidos, algunos cargados y otros vacios y la costumbre esta-
blecida era que si los carros regresaban a su lugar de ori-
gen no se pagaba nada, micntras que si s¢ quedaban en
territorio mexicano entonces debia cubrirse ¢l cuarenta por
ciento de su valor,

En el anio presente por primera vez en la historia del co-
mercio con Santa Fe, la aduana le habia cobrado un impuesto
por cada uno de los carros indiferentemente de si se queda-
ban en México o no. En nombre de la compafiia se protes-
taba_ por considerar esa exaccidn tlegal.

Butler insistia en que st el comercio era por mar, nunca
se cargaba ninguna cantidad relacionada con el valor del
buque sino estrictamente cen el valor de la carga y lo mismo
debia hacerse en el comercio que tba por tierra pues tanto
las bestias como los carruajes que llevaban las mercancias
eran los equivalentes de los buques.

Pedia que se expidiera un_decreto sobre este asunto y que
se aclarara la confusién.

Sir,
Numerous complaints have recently been made to this le-

gation of outrages committed on the persons and property
of citizens of the United States in different parts of the
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Mexicdan Confederation; and although many of these com-
plaints are founded upon acts committed' by parties af irrur-
génts ‘and therefore beyond the immediate control or mirea
of this Govémnment, yet I am sorry to be compelled to-add,
that there are cases of flagrant acts of violerice and’injisstice
committed by officers of the State Governments who-adhere
to the present order of things. ‘

The several casés as they occurred have been presented to
the consideration of the Vice President, who is at present
at the head of the executive department, and I am sormy
to say that either through want of good faith, or want of
decision of character, or by the misdirection of persons about
his person and enjoying his confidence, we receive no satis-
faction. The excuse constantly to use — either that the
wrong has been done by the factionists and therefore beyond
the control of any power possessed by the Government —
or that it has been the act of some Governor or other officer
of a State, and that the subject shall be investigated and
proper satisfaction [made], satisfaction is however never
made, and I have at length been c¢onvinced that nothing
was intended but evasion and delay. T

In the last interview with the Vice President on the sub-
ject, he committed the strange absurdity of saying that ‘the
States were sovereign and Independent and that. several
governors were responsible for all acts done by their author-
ity or within their jurisdiction’. I replied that to a certain
extent his opinion was correct, that for violations' of an
existing treaty, the state officers were responsable — but
that the responsibility was to the General Government of
that Nation of which they formed a part, and not to the
foreign power who complained of wrongs suffered, treaty
stipulations violated, but who could recognize no other auttior-
ity in a appeal for satisfaction but the General Government
of the Country, the parties to the Contract: —- I was ans-
wered that the General Government had no right to coerce
the States; and that they werc without the means of doing
so if even the right existed. In short it would appear, Sir,
that we have no security under our treaty whilst the present
administration continue to direct the affairs of the Govern-
ment: the Vice President either without Yhe intelligence
and judgment requisite for guiding the vessel of state, or
distributing his own powers, has unfortunately thfown him-
self into the arms of a cabal or artful unprin¢ipled men, who,
convinced of their ephemeral sway, endeavor té ‘make the
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most of the time, and hence everything is in the market — a
question of the simplest character — resting upon principles
of the most undeniable justice must nevertheless be decided
by this cabal, and right and justice paid for before it can
be obtained. In fine it may be broadly asserted, that bribery
and corruption are the sole means by which to bring any
affair to a successful termination with the General Govern-
ment at the present moment: I could state facts in proof
of this opinion which would startle you. — The open avowed
‘bribery of Generals, Ministers of State, etc... and favors
and indulgences procured by such means completely inac-
cessible to the honorable man pursuing a frank and honest
course and in the use of proper measures.

The public voice is however at last raised openly loudly
against the policy and the men of the present administra-
tion and general Santa Anna is called upon to place himself
at the head of the Government, and I know certainly that
in addition to what is said in the newspapers and pas-
quinades of the day, and to the reppeated letters written
the President, one of his personal friends has recently de-
parted on a visit to him for the purpose of making such
representations as may induce general Santa Anna imme-
«diately to return to the capital, and thereby avoid the con-
sequences of a revolution inevitable in the event of the
Vice President continuing much longer to exercise the
Executive power.

I shall anxiously expect gen. Santa Anna’s return to the
capital in the hope that it will put a new aspect upon our
affairs with this government. ..

. The President also wishes that if a prompt and favorable
answer should not be.given upon this as well as upon the

should myself be the bearer of the new convention to the
United States: — I presume that there will be no difficulty
in concluding a new convention on the subject indicated;

may keep the question before them for a month or more, I
beg leave to suggest whether it would not be best to permit
my return to the United States immediately, either on leave
of absence for a short period or as a retirement from the
mission altogether: I am fully persuaded that the public
service may derive benefit from an interview either with
yourself or the President at which certain communication -
may be made and opinions. freely exchanged and compared,
which it is impracticable to do by any other mode; — and
after - this interview, it may be better determined whether
the public interest will be more advanced by my return to
Mexico, or by the appointment of a successor to the mission,
-and I earnestly request that this matter may be submitted to
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the consideration of the President without delay so that his
determination be made known to me as early as practicable.

I have the honor to acknowledge the receipt of your No.
70, directing me to ‘interpose my good offices towards ob-
taining the release’ of Col. Austin from his confinement in
Mexico.

For the satisfacton of those ‘many citizens of the United
States interested in the safety and-freedom’ of this man you
may say that his life has never been in jeopardy for a single
moment; for, notwithstanding the Vice President had in
a paromtsm of passion declared that he should be tried and
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shot; no one believed that the act committed by Col.- Austin
would be. construed as.a capital offence by any tribunal, civil
or military, even in Mexico, and that whole affaire would
end in an arrest and confinement for some period.

Col. Austin is still in Mexico and in prison, but is expecting
his discharge from day to day: he has never been brought
to trial however, nor even questioned, and his friends say:
that it is not inteded to try him, that his confinement is con-
tinued merely through the negligence and tardiness of those
who are charged with the Gaol delivery: but that his situa-
tion is so little like imprisonment as. scarcely to deserve the
name. — He has the enjoyment of spacious and convenient
apartments, books and newspaper with the privilege of seeing
all his friends.

Aftes having said thus much I must add that Col. Austin
does not merit either sympathy or assistance from our Gov-
eronderit: He is unquestionably one of the bitterest foes to our
Government and people that is to be found in Mexico, and
has ‘done more to embarrass our negotiations upon a certain
subject that all the rest of the opposition together: and I
am very sure that he was the principal cause of my being
defeated in the last effort made to obtain a cession of Texas
[cifrado], and of the manner in which he speaks of our
people our manners habits and institutions of Government
I would refer you for information to General John J.
Mason, the brother to Mr. Barry, and well known to the
President. Like all renegades he seems desirous of commend-
ing himself to his new associates by the abuse he lavishea
upon his native country, no less than upon the rtligion of
his fathers, and the institutions under wich his youth was
protected and reared.

A glance at the newspapers, I send herewith, will serve to
show how steadily the writers on the part of Government
advance to the object of accustoming the people to expect
a change of Government, even should they fail to convince
them of its propriety.

every negotiation on every subject now pending, and one of
which is not only of the greatest importance to the United
States, as you know, but is one in the success of which the
President takes the deepest interest.

Every day will serve to develop more distincly the prospect
before me, and to show the ground I shall be able to occupy
with most advantage, and I am not without hopes that by
the sailing of the November paket it will be in my power
to say something positive on every subject now pending
between the two Governments.

There certainly never was a period since my residence in
Mexico in which the prospect was so flattering and, should
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the country continue tranquil for six months there is little
doubt but every thing will be finished and well finished.

Your Excy. is fully aware of the importance of this sub-
ject and the interest which Mexico, no less than the Govern-
ment of the Undersigned, should feel in its adjustment; and
he may be permitted to express the hope and the expectation
that the question will now be disposed of without any un-
necessary delay. Two treaties have already been negotiated
between the two Nations upon this subject, neither of which
have been executed, notwithstanding the Government of the
Undersigned have done every thing.on their part which
was within their competency for the accomplishment of this
work ‘whilst Mexico by ommitting to perform the necessary
acts on her part occasioned the Treaty to expire. The Under-
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signed will not permit himself to imagine motives for such
an extraodinary indifference as Mexico has manifested upon
this subject, but confines himself to stating as he is ins-
tructed to do, that longer delay in adjusting the true boundary
between Mexico and the United States of America cannot
be . permitted.

The Undersigned forbears to urge the many cogent reasons
{for] concluding this subject definitely, because they are too
obvious to require being stated; they will merely remark that
Mexico being in the occupancy of a large portion of- the
territory which the Government of the undersigned conceives
rightfully to belong to the psople of the United States, and
great part of which, it is understood, has already been granted
under the authority of Mexico to various individuals, it
becomes the more imperiously urgent hat this question
promptly be disposcd of.

My dear Sir,

From my letters of November and December last, you
expected me in Washington City before this, and so I should
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have-been but for a most untoward event which I shall ex-
plain to you, I have already informed you of my intention
to remain in Mexico until the meeting of Congress, first
because I wished to see how the reform Congress would open
and secondly for the purpose of carrying home with me, the
ratification of the boundary treaty as I was instructed to do,
when after all the delay I was on the 9th. day of the present
month informed that the negotiation on that subject had
been transferred to Washington city.

The Department of Foreign Affairs for Mexico, had
changed hands three times since May last, and this created
some confusion in the business of that Department. You are
aware that my instruction for renewing the boundary treaty
arrived here in the beginning of June of the past year and
these instructions enjoined it on me to have the treaty rati-
fied before sending it home. A short time previous, to
receipt of these instructions, General Santa Anna had dis-
solved the Congress so. that it was impossible to obtain the
ratification until a new election could take place and the
members assemble. Immediately on receiving the despatch
I addressed a note to the Department of State advising the
Secretary of my having been invested with powers to con-
clude a treaty with Mexico for the establishment of the
boundary between the two nations; and upon a question
from the Secretary whether it would be necessary to enter
upon the subject immediately... I replied in the negative
informing him very frankly that on account of the delays
such things suffered in Mexico, it was my design not to
send home the treaty un#l it had been first ratified here;
and as there was no Congress, and would be none until
January, the subject might remain over for the present,
if he desired it. He expressed himself much pleased saying
that he expected very soon to lose the office, that he was
very much engaged in closing everything in which he had
been concerned as far as practicable, and as the work of
this treaty would not be more than an hour, myself and some
other gentleman his successor might conclude it just before
Congress assembled. As this was all true, I felt disposed
to let the question lie over, to gratify the Secreary. As he
*had anticipated, he went out of office in a very few weeks;
and I did not revive the subject with his sucessor officialy
until the beginning of December, when I directed his atten-
#on to my official note of June past to his predecessor, and
desired to know when it would be agreeable to the Mexican

25
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Government to commence negotiation. My note remained
unanswered unil January, when just about the period of the
meetings of Congress I addresed the Secretary a second note,
about this time it was rumored that another change would
shortly be made in the Department (a change in the reality
much wanted, as the incumbent was deficient both in talent
and honesty), and the report seemed to have paralized the
Secretary: intellectually feeble, the prospect of his loss of
office seemed to have thrown his head ‘into utter confusion,
and my second note remained unanswered: In January the
change as expected took place, upon which I immediately
addressed the new Secretary, directing his attention to the
delays that had occurred, and requesting him to appoint an
early day for commencing the negotiasion, when to my
great surprise he replied to me in a few days, stating that the
negotiation had been instructed to Mr. Castillo, and that
letters had been received from him saying that, on the 10th.
December last, he had entered upon the subject with Mr.
Forsyth and consequently it became proper to wait the result
of that negotiation, lest by carrying it on, at the same time,
at two different points embarrasment might be produced.
I give you all these facts even at the hazzard of being deemed
tedious, rather than permit you suppose that any neglect of
mine has occasioned the transfer to Washington city: and
now I shall most certainly return in the New York packet
for April, and be able perhaps to bring with me the exchange
of ratifications if as I suppose the treaty is already finished,
and may be expected here from day to day.

Whenever I shall have the pleasure of seeing you, it will
be in my power to show you clearly that I have not been
idle. That all has been done which under present circum-
stances could have been done, that everything is ripe for
concluding satisfactorily the whole subject 1 can prove almost
to demostration that in three months we may consummate
every thing, that there is but on stumbling block in the way
which you must remove. The explanation would be too long
for a letter, independent of the documents which it is proper
to lay before you, in order to commend the whole ground,
and I am so shorthly to be with you myself, when we may
confer fully, that I feel it the less necessary to make a written®
communication. And moreover the stumbling block to which
I allude, you cannot immediately remove, it will require a
few months to get every thing in motion but I pledge myself
to you —marke me— I give you my pledge that your admi-
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nistrasion shall not close without seeing the object:..in your
possession.

campo y como los més civilizados de América. También he
oido decir que varios de sus principales jefes acaban de
ofrecer sus servicios al gobierno de Coahuila y Tewas contra
los barbaros que tanto asuelan la parte alta de dicho estado;
mas todo esto no obstante, miro como muy nocivo a los inte-
reses de nuestro pais que su poblacién se aumente con gente
de esta clase y circunstancias. Tal vez el mal trato que ex-
perimentan de los americanos los impele a que invadan nues-
tro territorio por la fuerza vy sin fijar su domicilio, mas de
ello no poseo datos, aunque tampoco recuerdo se haya pu-
blicado alguna cosa contra esta idea en los periédicos de estos
estados.
